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Show & Sell Overview

2007 Scout Popcorn Sale

Overview: Cub Scout Pack 105 Show & Sells are a way to significantly increase Pack 105’s revenue.   The proceeds subsidize the fees for a number of Pack events throughout the year.  As a result, your out-of-pocket contribution for events is greatly reduced.  It is a fun activity; the public receives us well and enjoyable for many scouts!

Requirement: Each scout is asked to sign up for (1) 2-hour shift.  Scouts are paired up at a local business and sell popcorn to the patrons as they depart.  Each scout must be accompanied by an adult. 

Achievement: Money earned during this sales day is credited toward the scout’s total sales.  

***Scouts do not sell from their own supply—product is provided at each site***

The following items will be set up in advance at each Show and Sell location:

· Table/Chair

· Cash Box

· Sales Tally Sheet

· Popcorn Sale Sign

· Popcorn Product- Assortment

· Pricing Sheet
· Daily Schedule
· Emergency Contact (more popcorn, issues, questions)
At the end of your shift, you will be relieved by another Scout and parent.

Some simple guidelines for Show & Sale Success:

· Full Uniform must be worn during your sales shift(s)

· Always Smile and Greet the patrons (“Hello, Good Morning/Afternoon”)

· Ask the patron if he/she would like to Help the Scouts ONLY upon their exit of the building

· Never follow anyone into or out of the store

· Use your best manners (Please, Thank You, Have a Nice Day); regardless of a sale or not.  Our reputation is important!

· Keep alert, do not sit in chair, slouch etc.

· Register each item sold on the tally sheet at the time of sale

· You are representing your school; please remember to be on your best behavior!
